year. Since our last meeting
and newsletter we were able
to tour four very diverse
gardens, all members of our
society. The cooperation
from the four homeowners
was terrific and the prepara-
tion they went through to get

gea plant sale and was held
at the Aiken Farmers Market
the first weekend in June.
This year we decided that we
would increase the number
of smaller (1 gal) plants to
encourage more people to
purchase and develop an
interest in hydrangeas. We
ordered 150 of the 1 gal and

tour. Although we were a
little early for most hydran-
geas to be in bloom, the
beauty of the gardens, plant-
ings and other features made
the tour one of our best
events. Since it was for
members only we were able
to sign up additional garden-
ers who wanted to join our
tour and who we hope will
continue to participate in our
future programs.

The next event on our calen-

sizes. We purchased over 40
varieties to offer our custom-
ers as much choice as possi-
ble. This activity requires
both planning and volunteers
to coordinate the sale. Some
of the plants are picked up
from our supplier by our
members, some were deliv-
ered the day before and
needed to be unloaded, in-
ventoried and stored.

Sale sheets, plant descrip-
tions, informational sheets,
pricing and pictures were
readied for sale day. That
day four hundred plants

needed to be moved to the
sale area, grouped by vari-
ety and have the sales
people, and other volun-
teers ready to sell by
8:00am. Four hours later
we had sold everything
but ten small plants. (sold
shortly after)

These were terrific events
that offered our members
two distinct benefits. The
first is the enjoyment of
being able to see the dif-
ferent types of garden
designs, plantings, and
hardscape features in the
garden tour. Then the abil-
ity to see and buy any of
the forty different varieties
of hydrangeas all in full
bloom in one place. The
second benefit, was en-
joyed by fewer members
but was just as important.
